In the absence of a license, the image must be removed and a compensation fee
of $350.00 must be paid. There is always the possibility that the compensation can be negotiated and
PicRights provides contact information.

PicRights probably has a team that searches the Internet for these types of licensing violations.

Please be sure that your Website, Newsletters, Flyers, etc do not contain unlicensed imagery.
